People with learning disabilities are known to be a socially excluded group. Many will have an unidentified sight loss which requires assessment and support. Identification of sight loss followed by appropriate support can result in high impact benefits.  This one-day course aims to highlight the health and social care needs of individuals with sight loss and learning disabilities.

1. Be able to describe common causes of sight loss with particular emphasis on conditions associated with learning disabilities

2. Identify potential eye problems in individuals with a learning disability
